TWYCROSS PARISH COUNCIL GRANT AWARD POLICY
1. Introduction 
This policy provides guidance on how Twycross Parish Council (the ‘Council’) award grant funding. 
A grant is a payment made to local organisations for a specific purpose that will benefit either the parish as a whole, or a group of residents of the Parish. Grants are not available to individuals. 
2. Aims & Objectives 
The Council offers discretional grants to organisations within the parish which demonstrate a clear need for financial support and will benefit the community by: 
☑ Providing a service (particularly for youth groups/older people/disadvantaged/deprived parties) ☑ Enhancing the quality of parish life ☑ Improving recreation/sports/cultural activities ☑ Improving the environment ☑ Contributing to economic development/tourism ☑ Promoting the parish in a positive way. 
3. Terms and Conditions 
Applications 
Applications will only be accepted which: 
☑ Benefit ‘not for profit’ community groups (private businesses are excluded). ☑ Promote equal opportunities. 
Applications will not be accepted which: 
☒ Benefit only individuals (the Council is not authorised to award grants to individuals). ☒ Unlawfully discriminate. 
Applications will not normally be considered from: 
☒ National organisations or local groups with access to funds from national ‘parent’ organisations 
(unless funds are not unavailable/inadequate for the specified project from their national bodies). 
Award Payments 
☑ An organisation must have a bank account in its own name. ☑ The administration of/accounting for any grant is the responsibility of the applicant. ☑ All grants must be properly accounted for and evidence of expenditure provided to the Council 
on request. 
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Additional Information 
☑ Only one application per organisation is permitted each financial year. ☑ The Council may make the award of any grant or subsidy subject to such additional conditions 
and requirements as it considers appropriate. ☑ The Council publish details of awarded grants on its website, and in its annual accounts. ☑ The Council encourage match funding applications. ☑ Grant funds are limited. ☑ Guidance should be sought as to the available funds in a specific financial year. ☒ Grants will not be awarded retrospectively. ☒ A successful application does not guarantee approval in subsequent years. 
4. Available Funding – 2026/27
• The Council’s overall grant budget is £TBC1 per financial year. 
• Grants are provided for one-off projects only. 
• A grant request may not exceed £TBC2 (exceptions may be considered depending on the project). 
5. Application Process 
1. Organisations which comply with the stated terms and conditions should complete a ‘Grant 
Application Form’ (available at “www.parish-council.com/Twycross” or from the Parish Clerk). 
2. Applications must be received by the Council by 31st October (for the following financial year). 
3. The Council consider grant applications annually during the budget/precept meeting (in December/ January). Exceptions may be considered at other times if the applicant demonstrates an urgent need for grant funding. 
4. Each application will be assessed on its own merits and against the Council’s grant award policy. 
5. The Council reserves the right to refuse an application if it considers it to be inappropriate or against 
the objectives of the Council. 
6. Applicants will be advised of the Council’s decision within two weeks of the budget/precept meeting. 
7. Awards will be paid by cheque after the 1st April of the following year. 
8. A grant must only be used for the purpose for which it was awarded (unless the written approval 
from the Council is received). 
9. Should the grant (or a proportion of it) no longer be required, any unspent funds must be returned 
to the Parish Council within the financial year it was issued. 
10. The Council reserve the right to publicise its grant funding scheme, along with details of 
organisations who have benefited.
